® Plan and conduct weekly choir rehearsals and special workshops as needed to ensure
quality musical presentations



e Develop and implement methods for recruiting, growing, and maintaining qualified
choir, band, and orchestra members, including seasonal singers and instrumentalists

e Resource and support directors for other ensembles such as children’s choirs
Implement weekly and long-range worship planning in conjunction with Pastoral staff
and committee leadership

e Oversee and coordinate solo and ensemble offerings for worship as necessary

e Collaborate with technical staff to ensure professional worship services and seasonal
services
